SCTA DOUBLES LEAGUE PLAY-OFFS 
 FACT SHEET-2 

 
RULES AND REGULATIONS:   The official rules of the USTA will be observed as well as the USTA League Regulations.  The  
Sectional League Coordinator or the Tournament committee shall have the right to modify the format of the Championship in the event that  
there are more or fewer teams than anticipated, defaults, unforeseen weather conditions, or any other reason, which would necessitate a  
change in the announced format. 

COMPETITION FORMAT    All matches played will be the best of two sets, with regular scoring and a set tiebreak (first to 7 by  
2) at 6-all in each set.  In the event of split sets, a Match Tie-Break (first to 10 by 2) shall be played in lieu of a third set with the two minute  
set break.  The Coman Tiebreak will be used in both the set and match tiebreaks.  Procedure: players will change ends after the first point  
and every 4 points thereafter.  Coaching will not be allowed.  If an emergency or other condition dictates, tournament officials  
may authorize an approved USTA method of scoring or use alternate sites and court surfaces in order to complete play on  
schedule. 
PROCEDURES IN THE EVENT OF A TIE  
The tie will be broken by the first of the following procedures: 

·  Winner of the most individual matches in the entire competition 
·  Loser of fewest number of sets 
·  Loser of fewest number of games 
·  Winner of the head-to-head match 
·  A method to be determined by the championship committee 

ELIGIBILITY:   All team members must be adult members of the USTA at the time of competition and must bring their USTA card (in 
case it is requested). 

ROVING UMPIRE   A roving umpire is an official who exercises jurisdiction over more than one court.  His duties are similar to  
those of a chair umpire and include but are not limited to the following: 

·  Ensuring that assigned courts are ready for play 
·  Enforcing the warm-up time and Point Penalty System 
·  Resolving scoring disputes 
·  Overruling line calls and calling foot faults when he/she is in direct observation of the courts 
·  Controlling spectators 

MEDICAL TIME-OUT  
Medical condition:  Medical condition includes, but is not limited to, an injury, illness, and heat-related conditions or cramping. 
Medical time-out:  A medical time-out consists of evaluation time as determined by the referee plus a maximum of three minutes treatment 
time. 
Penalty:  If more than 15 minutes elapse between the time an official is notified of the medical condition and resumption of play (re-warm-
up, if any), the player shall be subject to the Point Penalty System. 
Bleeding:  A medical time-out shall be called whenever a player is bleeding externally. 
Limitation on medical time-outs for heat-related conditions and cramping:  Only one medical time-out shall be permitted for heat related 
conditions and cramping in any match, even if the heat related condition or cramping occurs in different parts of the body.   
Full regulations on Medical time-out may be found in Friend at Court, USTA Regulation. 
CHECK IN:   Team captains check in their teams at the site where they play their first match one-half hour prior to match time.  Captains  
will be given their match scorecard to fill in and return to the tournament desk.  Any questions of eligibility (membership, waiver, release  
form and NTRP) will be taken care of at that time.  This information must be confirmed before players go on court.  Teams must be ready  
to play when the match scorecard is submitted.  Please be aware that matches may be played earlier whenever courts are available, and it is  
the responsibility of players and their  team captains to be ready to play  whenever their match is called.  When a team finishes a match, the  
winning team/player shall report his/her score and both captains are responsible for verifying the scores and signing the match scorecard. 
DEFAULTS:   A minimum of 6 players who were on the final roster must be available to compete.  A captain must request a waiver  
through the section to participate with fewer than this number.  All players and teams are specifically prohibited from defaulting in any  
of the Championships (whether during the course of a match or prior to its commencement) except for illness, injury, or personal  
emergency.  Failure to complete a match or tournament can result in loss of future rights to play in any USTA/SCTA League program.   
Penalties will be given at the discretion of the Sectional League Coordinator and the Championship Committee.  (Refer to the USTA League  
Regulations 3.03M - Team Defaults) 
CANCELLATION:   If the event, or part of the event is cancelled due to rain or unforeseen circumstances, the event will not be re- 
scheduled. 
AWARDS:  Awards will be given to the winners in each category based on a maximum of 10 Players per team.  Additional awards may be 
purchased as supplies last.

The following guidelines and procedures will be used during this championship.  Please review carefully. 
 
GRIEVANCE  (Written formal complaint regarding an alleged violation of a regulation or procedure.) 
2.02 C(1)  All complaints alleging a violation during championships competition shall be in writing and delivered to 
the duly appointed site director within thirty minutes of completion of the team match, or prior to the commencement 
of the next team match involving the player or team, whichever occurs first.”   
 
Please take the time to review the balance of 2.02C (Championship Procedures) to familiarize yourself with the 
process. 
 
2.02 E(1) Self Rate Grievances.  Players who enter the USTA League Tennis program by inappropriately self-rating 
at an NTRP level lower than their actual skill level are considered to have violated the standards of good conduct, fair 
play and good sportsmanship.  These players may be subject to a Self-Rate Grievance 
 
 
GRIEVANCE APPEAL  (Request for reconsideration of a previous decision determination or finding.) 
2.03A(1)  Any party to the complaint may appeal the decision of the Grievance Committee within the time fixed by 
the Grievance Committee.  Upon receipt of an appeal of the decision of the Grievance Committee, the Grievance 
Appeal Committee shall act promptly to resolve the appeal.
